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Details of Charges 

There are three types of international funds transfer fees payment : 

Collected from sender (Charge OUR / DEBT):

There may be a partial deduction (if any) from the funds received 

by the recipient to cover any charge assessed by the foreign bank.

Collected from recipient (Charge BENEFICIARY / CRED): 

The recipient is responsible for both KBank’s outward funds transfer charge and foreign 

bank charge incurred. The charges will be deducted from the transferred amount. The 

recipient will therefore not receive the funds in full.

Collected from sender and recipient (Charge SHARE / SHAR): 

The sender is responsible for only KBank’s outward funds transfer charge. Foreign bank 

charge incurred will be deducted from the transferred amount. The recipient will therefore 

not receive the funds in full.
